Rules for Residents, Lessees and Guests

The following rules have been established by the Board of Directors to assist in protecting our property, preserving the appearance of our complex and promoting a harmonious living environment. Home owners are responsible for posting a copy of these rules in all rental units.

GENERAL RULES

1.  The speed limit within the complex is 5 MPH. Please!!

2.   Patios and decks will not be used for hanging garments, linens and towels or for leaning of rugs or other household items.

3.   Charcoal burning grills are not to be used within the Buena Vida Complex. Only gas or electrical grills are authorized for use. Charcoal smokers may be used on the cement patio only.

CAUTION: Propane tanks must not be stored inside townhouse unit. These can be safely stored on any of the decks, preferably in the shade and on the concrete deck.

4.   Quiet Hours are between 11:00 PM and 8:00 AM daily. There should be no unreasonable noise in (around) the complex during this period. Residents and guests may not play musical instruments, stereos, TVs, etc. which will '— disturb or annoy the other occupants of the complex.

5.   Rental unit occupancy is limited to a maximum of eight (8) persons. Owners and rental management agencies are expected to ensure compliance with this limitation. This restriction is to prevent overloading our facilities, lift station etc. A charge of $50 per violation will be assessed to the unit owner.

6.   Bikes - scooters - toys - water floats are to be returned to respective units each evening. Those items left unattended over night in the common area are subject to disposal.

7.   Trailers, campers/equipment and other large objects as well as water craft such as wind surfers, jet skis and catamarans are not permitted on the concrete patios or on the common grounds.

8.   Keep garage door dosed whenever possible to help with overall appearance and prevent potential theft and vandalism.

9.   Trash is picked up twice a week.

a.   Garbage is to be placed in the two dumpsters located at the end of Bldg 1 or Bldg 4.
b.   All garbage is to be properly secured in bags. All boxes are to be flattened. If you are a new resident, please be         considerate of other residents by depositing your flattened moving cartons over a two to three week period.

c.   No household appliances and furniture such as washer, dryer, dishwasher, hot water tanks are to be deposited into the dumpster.  It is the homeowners’ responsibility to remove these items from the complex.

d.   Contractors working on projects in your unit are to haul away all building materials and debris.

e.   Do not deposit any toxic materials such as paint, oil, or chemicals into our dumpsters.

f.   Do not lay any items beside the dumpsters. Only items inside the dumpster will be picked up during weekly service.

10. The lift station is located within the enclosure near the mail boxes. Everything that drains down the sewer pipe in your unit ends up in the BV lift station reservoir and then is pumped into the Navarre Beach sewer system. When the pump is not operating properly, a flashing red light and alarm sound will occur within the enclosure. Please contact a director immediately if you observe these alarms.

CAUTION: Do not throw condoms, tampons, sanitary napkins etc. down the toilet.

11. PETS -- Swine, rodents, reptiles, pigeons, game birds, fowl and poultry are not permitted. Animals are limited to cats and dogs for homeowners and lessees provided that:

a. Owners accompany pet when it is on the common elements.

b. Owners immediately remove deposits made by the pet.

c. The pet is not tethered on any portion of the common elements.

d. The pet is not a danger to other residents and does not cause an annoyance.
12. PARKING

a. NO parking on the seeded or grass areas. Use the marked parking areas only.

b. Vehicles shall be parked in assigned unit spaces. If you need more space for guest parking, ask your neighbors in advance. Don't assume they won't need their guest parking.

c. Do not block the entrance or departure route of other residents.
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d. Recreational vehicles (to include boats) and trailers too large for the garage will be stored off the property.

COMMON AREA RULES

Common areas at Buena Vida are restricted to use by residents and their guests only. All other visitors will be asked to leave the property. Residents are responsible for the conduct of their children and guest while using these common areas.

1. GUESTS

a. Persons who want to use any of the common amenities for more than eight adults must make prior arrangements with the Board of Directors. This must be done on an Information/Action Form (Attachment 1) at least one week prior to the event. All pool, dock, and tennis court rules will apply.

b. All visitors to the property will be met by an adult of the sponsor family, either homeowner or lessee, and will be accompanied by an adult sponsor member when they are using common amenities.

2. BOAT SLIPS - Each Unit owner has been assigned a boat slip.
a. Guest usage is permitted for limited periods on a space available basis. Unit sponsors authorizing use, also accept liability for any loss or damage.

b. Unit owners may allow other unit owners use of their assigned slip, provided it is in writing and filed with the association manager.

c. All boats and all types of watercraft that will be permanently tied up at the B.V. Pier/Dock must have a current (yearly) boat dock permit. Permits will be issued by the association Board Member. Boat owners must show proof of ownership, copy of insurance policy assigning slip number with unit owner’s name.

d. All craft must be properly secured to pier.

3. POOL - We do not have a life guard on duty. Therefore, all swimmers do so at their own risk.

a. Hours are from 9:00 AM until 10:00 PM.

b. Our pool permit requires the rope with floaters to be attached from one side of the pool to the other, except for lap time from 9 to 10 AM. Lap swimmers are responsible for reattaching floaters when they complete their laps. (All other swimmers will vacate the pool during these times.)

c. No food or beverages allowed in pool or concrete deck area around pool. Food and beverage allowed on wood deck area. Paper, plastic, or aluminum allowed. No glass, china or bottles. Discard garbage in waste container near rest rooms.

d. Do not prop open restroom doors.

e. No loud radios or stereos. Please be aware of your noise level while using the pool. Be considerate of other occupants of the complex.

f. No pets allowed in the pool or pool area.

g. No babies allowed in pool wearing diapers.

h. All persons must shower off all suntan products before entering the pool.

i. No running, diving, ball playing, rowdy behavior or excessive noise shall be permitted in the pool area.

j. No floats, balls, toys or other objects, except swimming aids attached to the swimmer, are permitted in or around the pool.

k. Persons using suntan oil, lotion or any other similar substances shall not use poolside furniture unless such furniture is covered by a towel or other protective material.

1. Children under twelve years of age are not allowed in the pool or pool area without an adult swimmer present.

m. Swimmers are responsible for all personal property taken to the pool.

n. Pool safety and maintenance equipment will not be removed from their installation except in an emergency.

4. TENNIS COURTS - Tennis courts are for playing tennis only.

a. No skates, bikes or toys are allowed on the courts.

b. Time limits: Singles, 1 hour; doubles, 1-1/2 hours.

c. Proper tennis shoes are required. No black soled shoes are allowed on the courts.

d. Children are not allowed to mark on the courts or play on the courts with skates, skateboards, bikes or other toys.

MEMBER: Courtesy is contagious. Be considerate of other players during periods of peak occupancy.
